UW-WC PLANS MAY 19th COMMENCEMENT CEREMONY  
14 BACHELOR & 160 ASSOCIATE DEGREES TO BE AWARDED
West Bend:  The University of Wisconsin-Washington County will recognize the accomplishments of 174 students at the annual commencement ceremony on Thursday evening, May 19. 
The keynote speaker will be Steve Wildeck, Vice Chancellor for Administration and Finance, UW Colleges and UW-Extension. Wildeck received his Bachelor of Science degree in Agriculture from UW-Madison in 1985 and his Master of Business Administration degree from UW-Madison in 1989. After working several years for Andersen Consulting’s Chicago practice, he joined the University of Wisconsin Colleges in 1993 as Assistant Dean for Administrative Services at UW-Rock County in Janesville.  He was named UW Colleges Vice Chancellor for Administration and Finance in 2000, and in 2007 was appointed to serve in that same role for both UW Colleges and UW-Extension.  Together, these two state-wide institutions serve over 14,000 students on UW Colleges campuses and reach over 1.5 million Wisconsin citizens annually through Wisconsin Public Radio and Wisconsin Public Television, continuing education, and county-based cooperative extension programs.  Wildeck and his wife live in Fitchburg and have two children.  The student speaker is Daniel Schladweiler of Campbellsport, President of Phi Theta Kappa.  A graduate of Kewaskum High School, Schladweiler plans to complete his degree in Philosophy at UW-Madison. 

Students who have recently completed or will be completing their degree requirements this summer, will be recognized at the ceremony. Fourteen students will receive a four-year bachelor degree and 161 students will receive their two-year associate degrees for the 2010-2011 academic year.
