 UW-WC Lecture Series Focuses on China
Six Wednesday Evening Lectures Open to Public
West Bend, WI – Focus on China is the topic for six Wednesday evening lectures planned at UW-Washington County this fall. The Community Lecture Series begins Wednesday, September 28 at 6:30pm with a lecture by Dr. Gilles Bousquet, Dean of International Studies at UW-Madison. Dr. Bousquet will speak on the Significance of Education in China and offer a comparison of the educational structure in China versus the United States. 

All of the fall lectures are on Wednesday evenings in room 305 and are approximately one hour in length, followed by question and answer. Admission is free and no reservations are needed.  The popular lecture series welcomes area adults as well as high school and college students.  

The first lecture in the series is presented by The Friends of Matt Zillig and includes a social afterwards with Chinese food samples and a beautiful Chinese artwork display in the gallery and glass display cases. The artwork in the gallery (a collection of hand-painted scrolls) is on loan from John Rohrer of Manitowoc while the artwork in the cases is from the travels of MariSue Zillig (Matt’s widow). 
The remaining lectures in the series include:

October 5: Chinese Medicine, with speaker Dr. Chuan Liu of the Midwest Alternative Medicine Clinic in Milwaukee. Discussion of the history of traditional Chinese medicine and alternative healing methods. 

October 12: The Chinese Writing System with speaker Dr. Yea-Fen Chen of UW-Milwaukee’s Department of Linguistics. Discussion of the evolution of Chinese characters and the beauty of Chinese calligraphy.

October 19: What If China Doesn’t Democratize with speaker Dr. Edward Friedman of UW-Madison’s Political Science Department. Dr. Friedman will discuss the implications for war and peace. 
October 26: Outsourcing to China with a panel discussion that will feature several business owners and a representative from the Wisconsin Economic Development Corporation. 

November 2: Chinese Philosophy and Tai Chi with speaker Dr. Mark Peterson of UW-Washington County’s Philosophy Department. Dr. Peterson will enlighten the audience with a discussion of Chinese philosophy and a demonstration of tai chi and qigong. 

The purpose of the lecture series is to provide fundamental information and a better understanding of a topic, which is chosen each year by the UW-WC Lectures Committee. Members of the Lectures Committee for the 2010/11 series included Sue Bausch (University Relations), Dr. Talitha Selby (Chemistry), Dr. Chris Hays (Anthropology), Dr. Tait Szabo (Philosophy), Dan Anhalt (Continuing Education), Dr. Don Muth (community representative) and SGA student representatives, Peter Nennig and Paula Doehrmann.
